Mt. Monadnock Challenge
West Wind District Fall Camporee - October 28 - 30, 2011
BSA Camp Wanocksett, Jaffery NH
Troops and Crews are invited to attend the West Wind District Fall Camporee to be held Friday, October 28 to Sunday, October 30 at Camp Wanocksett in Jaffrey NH.  The main event on Saturday will be for scouts to hike up Mt. Monadnock from their campsite at Camp Wanocksett.  In the evening there will be a campfire that will include caved pumpkins and ghost stories along with songs and skits.  Following the campfire there will be a short haunted hike and a cracker barrel. 

Mt. Monadnock Challenge

The hike up the second in the world’s most climbed mountain can offer different sets of challenges to all scouts.  They can use it to satisfy their 5 mile hike.  For the camping merit badge they can use it to satisfy requirement 9 b (1) Hike up a mountain, gaining at least 1,000 vertical feet.  Scouts can come prepared and treat this trip as a backpack which would satisfy the camping mb requirement 9 b (2) Backpack for at least 4 miles.  Additionally if scouts were interested in working on their Hiking merit badge they can start on a different trail and complete one of the five required ten mile hikes.  

A Suggested Trip Plan for Mt. Monadnock 
Just a couple hundred feet down the road from the camp Wanocksett is the trailhead and parking area for Gilson Pond, Pond Loop Trail and its junction with the Birchtoft Trail.  Take the left branch of the Pond Loop Trail for .1 mile to Birchtoft Trail.  Continue on Birchtoft Trial for 1.9 miles to its junction with Cascade Link.  Travel 30 yds on the Cascade Link Trail to the junction with the Red Spot Trail.  Take Red Spot Trial 1.0 miles till the junction with Pumpelly trail.  Continue on Pumpelly Trail .4 miles to the summit.  Total mileage to the summit is 3.0 miles, elevation at Gilson Pond 1210 ft, elevation at summit 3159 ft, 1949 ft elevation gain, 3 hours book time (to summit).  Expect to spend at least 6 hours hiking.  Come prepared for the weather, an exposed summit, plenty of water (2 liter min.), lunch, snacks, & first aid kit.  Each patrol should have at least one trail map.  All patrols MUST stay together while hiking and make sure the others in their patrol are okay and hike at a pace that is comfortable for everyone.    
Registration 
Units please register by September 1st roundtable or no later than September 15 via email sent to Judy Dedinsky at DedinskyJ@aol.com.  Please provide a tentative count of the number of youth and adults you believe will be attending.  

Water 
The water within the camp will be shut off for the winter.  All units should come with water or plan on getting water from the Ranger’s House and taking it to their campsite.  

Fire Wood 
Due to the Asian Longhorn Beatle infestation, an invasive and destructive species Absolutely no firewood may be brought into Camp Wanocksett.

Expectations 
All units are expected to have prepared their youth for the hike ahead of time.   Each unit should have a trail guide, map and be familiar with the area.  Each unit is expected to review with their scouts ahead of time the proper clothing and gear necessary for the hike and to be prepared for all weather conditions.  Each unit is expected to hike as either a unit or as patrols, stay together and be responsible for each  member of the patrol.  

Schedule 
Friday Night
Arrive, register, and set up camp.  At 9:30 pm there will be a brief SPL and Scoutmaster meeting at the dining hall. 

Saturday
Hike Mt. Monadnock.  There will be no opening flag ceremony so that the patrols hiking will get a somewhat staggered start on their hike.  Troops are totally responsible for all their scouts as they hike the mountain.  Saturday evening there will be a campfire that features carved pumpkins (one pumpkin/troop provided), ghost stories and the usual songs and skits.  Following the campfire there will be a short haunted hike which will end with a cracker barrel.
Sunday 
There will be no planned activities; troops are free to make their own plans and leave when they wish. 

Camping 
There are ten campsites available.  If more attend, then you will share the campsite and also the campsite fee.  
Cost
The cost for attending this camporee will be $8.00 for youth, adults will be free.   Additionally each unit attending will be asked to pay $20 to cover their camp site fee.  
Meals 
Each unit is responsible for planning and preparing all their meals.  

Webelos 
Troops may invite Webelos to join them at this camporee.  If they come, they will the guests of the inviting troop and all registration and participation should be handled through and by the inviting troop.  The Webleos should follow the Cub Scouting camping standards and be accompanied by a parent.  All guest Webelos and their parents will be camping in the troop’s campsite.
