                   Procedure for Rank Advancement
  Scouts who are ready to advance to the next rank, except Eagle Scout, should contact the Advancement Coordinator (Mr. Carson) and the Treasurer (Mrs. Eldridge) to make sure they are eligible to advance in rank. After the Advancement Coordinator and Treasurer have checked the Scout’s book and dues status, he must ask the Scoutmaster for a Scoutmaster Conference to be scheduled.

  The Scoutmaster may assign your Scoutmaster conference to an Assistant Scoutmaster.

  Only after the Scoutmaster has conducted a Scoutmaster Conference and approved the Scout for rank advancement, can the Scout ask for a Board of Review. He must contact at least three Committee Members in person or on the telephone. The Board of Review will be scheduled for a future date.      

  A Scout CANNOT HAVE A SCOUTMASTER CONFERENCE AND BOARD OF REVIEW ON THE SAME NIGHT.

  The Scout must ask the Committee Members before the night of his Board of Review. The only exceptions to this will be if a Committee Member that was previously asked to do the Board of Review cannot be there, or if the Scout would like to add additional Committee Members to his Board of Review.

  All Scouts should be up to date with their dues and trip payments before advancing in rank.

  Please remember that rank advancement is at least a three week process. The Scout should allow more time in the weeks before a Court of Honor.

STEP ONE, CHECK WITH MR. CARSON AND MRS. ELDRIDGE.

STEP TWO, ASK MR. NEWCOMB FOR A SCOUTMASTER CONFERENCE.

STEP THREE, ASK AT LEAST THREE COMMITTEE MEMBERS FOR A BOARD OF REVIEW.
