TROOP 30

2010 SACO RIVER CANOE TRIP
JUNE 25th to JUNE 27th
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Thursday 24th- Troop members who want to go up early can go directly to the River Run campsite at Brownfield Bridge. You must arrive at the site before the campground gates close at 9:00 PM. One of the three sites the troop has reserved will be available. Bring everything you need to make camp as the troop equipment may not be available until Friday. Assuming you had supper on the way you need to provide your own breakfast and have the bag lunch for the canoe (Friday) already made. There is a store at the crossroads gas station where you turn for the bridge and there is a store at the Woodland Acres campground on the east side of the bridge. Both of these will have limited food, ice, and other camping supplies. To keep the group rate camping costs for Thursday night will be payable with the other costs when the final calculations are done on Sunday.
Friday 25h  Morning - Troop members leaving from Billerica will meet at the Elks lower parking lot by 6:00 AM. The troop will then convoy up to Brownfield with the intention of arriving by 9:00AM when the gates to the site open. There will be maps and route directions available in case an individual vehicle has to stop for some reason. It is suggested that the group agree on a stop together at some location for a quick breakfast. Don’t forget to have your bag lunch already packed. The opportunities to buy a lunch along the way are very limited. You should have all your personal gear needed for tent camping including small personal coolers to take in the canoes for the bag lunch and drinks. The troop will be bringing tents (or bring your own) and the cooking equipment. On arrival at River Run you will quickly unload any gear at the troop sites and be ready to go on the river by 10:00 AM 
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Friday 25th  Day – Sometime around 10:00 AM the troop will be transported with the canoes, paddles, and lifejackets upriver to either Swans Falls or Canal Bridge in Fryeberg. You should bring any personal gear including your lunch and drink cooler with you. Plan to have a poncho in case of a shower, insect repellant, sun block and whatever else you can pack in a waterproof container that can be secured in your canoe. (5 gallon or smaller plastic pails with snap on covers will hold all that you’d need)   If there will be a third person in your canoe you should bring a pad or stadium seat that they can sit on. We will all launch together at Canal Bridge and proceed downstream. There will be a lead canoe that no one should pass and there will be a tailing canoe that will follow the slower canoes. Our objective is to arrive at a wilderness campsite called Walkers Rip for our bag lunch. There are outhouse facilities at this site and there is a beach. All canoes must stop at Walkers and we will inspect the rapids before we go through as a group. Another few miles of paddling will bring us back to Brownfield where we pull out of the water at the River Run landing just beyond the bridge on the left. We will secure the canoes and bring all other gear to our campsites. We can then complete setting up the tents and other equipment and cook our supper. After supper, games, and a cracker barrel we can turn in for a good eight hours rest. Lights out at 10:00 PM
MAINE STATE REGULATIONS REQUIRE CANOEISTS WEAR A LIFE JACKET AT ALL TIMES IN THE CANOE AND THE RIVER IS PATROLLED BY RANGERS.

If you have your own approved lifejacket, that you prefer to wear, bring it. 
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Saturday 26th  Morning – Up by 7:00 AM to make and eat breakfast and then make our bag lunches for today’s trip. We should be ready to launch from River Run sometime between 9:00 and 10:00 AM to head downstream to Hiram Maine.
Anyone coming up just for Saturday’s trip and camping should plan to arrive at River Run by 9:00 AM on Saturday and should have eaten breakfast and have a bag lunch.

Saturday 26th  Day – It will take about six hours to get down to Hiram. The river current is slower in this section and the water gets increasingly deeper.  There are plenty of sandbars to stop and rest on and to eat lunch. There are no toilet facilities except the woods so you might add some paper in a zip-lock bag to your personal gear. The only bridge over this section of the river is in Hiram. When you can see the bridge in the distance the pullout location will be on the left about 100 yards before the bridge. All gear must be removed from the canoes and the canoes emptied of any water. We will contact River Run who will pick up us and the canoes for transport back to our campsite. Once back we will start preparing supper and then eating it. Games and cracker barrel until campsite quiet hours then eight hours rest.

Sunday  27th  Morning – Up at 8:00 AM to make and eat breakfast, start breaking down camp, brief morning swim and then head home by 11:00 AM
Traditionally there have been water fights on various sections of the river but the scoutmasters will outline the rules of engagement which include:

 NO SWAMPING OF CANOES

In the Spirit of Leave No Trace –no water balloons.

Water fights are only allowed in shallow sections of the river (not over 4 feet deep) and must end when the canoes enter any area with downed trees in the river.

The slight excess above known costs will go toward incidental Troop costs at the campsite such as ice.
For a second scout in the canoe with an adult the cost can be figured 2 ways.

If the scout is a family member use the cost given above which represents basically food and camp costs.If not a family member add the scout costs together and divide by two which splits all canoe related costs between the two scouts.
The troop will have ice for the preservation of troop food with some to spare but if it gets too hot we may have obtain additional ice for troop and personal coolers.  
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DRIVING DIRECTIONS
FROM BOSTON 

· I-95N to Spaulding Turnpike in Portsmouth, NH. Spaulding Tpke ends and leads directly on to Rte. 16N. [signs to Conway & White Mountains] 

· If using route I-93N you can use Rte 104E to Meredith NH and catch Rte.25E over to Rte. 16 in Ossippee NH 

· Then either north to North Conway (see below) or south to next instruction

· In Ossipee, NH, turn right onto Rte. 25E. In Kezar Falls, Maine, turn left onto Rte. 160N. 

· Follow Rte. 160 into Brownfield and cross Rtes. 5 & 113 at the Gulf gas station. 

· Stay on Rte. 160 [sign to Denmark] and about 3/4 mile past the intersection of Rtes. 5/113 & 160, cross the bridge over the Saco River and we're on the right. 

FROM N. CONWAY 

· Rte. 302E to Fryeburg, Maine. 

· Turn right at the stop light in town onto Rtes. 113 & 5 and go 7 miles to Brownfield. 

· Turn left on Rte. 160N at the Gulf gas station. Cross the Saco River and we're on the right. 
Car pooling is encouraged.
This trip will be under a BSA Tour Permit so if you will be driving we will need your vehicle information including insurance levels for the permit.
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On the campsite map we have sites 16, 17, 18 and 19
 All vehicles, either at the sites

 (parking is limited and subject to flooding in heavy rain)

or in the parking lot, must have a River Run card displayed on their dash

Who needs a fishing license?
A person is required to obtain a valid fishing license prior to fishing in inland waters or transporting fish taken from inland waters. A person is required to keep his/her fishing license with him/her at all times while fishing or transporting fish and must exhibit their license for inspection by any warden, department employee, guide or landowner upon request. 

Possession of fishing tackle in the fields or forest or on the waters or ice of this State without a fishing license is prima facie evidence of fishing in violation of the law.

Maine residents under 16 years or age and nonresidents under 12 years of age may fish without a license.

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FAQ’s
How many people in a canoe? – Usually two, a Scout and a parent, but the canoes will hold up to four, a parent and three scouts or siblings.

Can two scouts be in a canoe alone without a parent? - Only if both Scouts have both the swimming and canoeing merit badges.

What happens if it rains? We still canoe. If it rains Friday we will probably shorten the time on the river by launching at Walkers Bridge. If we have a fore cast of heavy rain or lightning on Saturday we may not launch but for showers or moderate rain we launch for Hiram.
What should I wear in the canoe? Usually a swimsuit and a tee-shirt and a ball cap (worn backwards to protect your neck from the sun). You should have either water shoes or an old pair of sneakers to wear while launching or landing.
If  I’ve never canoed before is that a problem? The Saco river is pretty shallow in our first days travel. Stay with another canoe who has more experience to learn the tricks of the river.
